 8:00 AM    Holy Eucharist Rt. I in Selden Chapel 
 
 9:15 AM     Holy Eucharist Rt. II in the Church 
   This is a 45 minute less formal Eucharist with children’s homily. 
 
9:15 – 10 AM Creative Arts Program for Grades 2 – 5 in the Children Chapel (2nd 

floor, Parish House).  This is an expansion of our lectionary based 
program to include literature, visual arts and music.  Such an 
approach is multi-cultural, interactive and appealing to multiple 
learning styles.  This program is specifically designed to meet the 
needs of those familiar with schedule conflicts including worship 
schedule, acolyte ministry and/or youth formation classes. 

 
9:15 – 10 AM Adult Forum in Lloyd Hall 
 Usually clergy led these forums cover a variety of theological 

topics e.g. Forgiveness & Reconciliation, Liturgical Year Themes 
and/or Bible Studies.  Suggested topics are always welcome. 

  
9:15 – 10 AM Rite-13 in Youth Room (room above kitchen) 
 Rite-13 operates under two premises: Manhood and Womanhood 

are gifts from God and Adulthood must be earned.  Rite-13 is a 
program for 6-8 graders where we explore and tackle issues 
pertaining to adulthood from a Christian perspective.  As the youth 
mature, they participate in a celebration of Manhood and 
Womanhood during our regular Eucharist service. 

 
9:15 – 10 AM J2A or Journey to Adulthood (senior high) in Fr. Conor’s office 
 J2A builds upon the skills begun in Rite-13.  Here we continue our 

growth as we explore issues around self, society, sexuality, and 
spirituality. 

 
10:15 – 11 AM Formation Classes (though the Peace at the 10:30 a.m. service)

Godly Play (2 ½ year olds through Pre-Kindergarten) 
Godly Play is a method of spiritual formation for children.  The 
goal is to teach children the art of using religious language-parable, 
sacred story, silence and liturgical action-to help them become 
more fully aware of God’s presence in their lives. 
 
 Primary Classes (Kindergarten through Grade 2) 
Sunday Morning Youth Club (Grades 3-5) 
Living the Good News in an Episcopal lectionary based curriculum   
Each Sunday the participants will hear the scripture lesson together 
and break into groups for age appropriate discussion and response 
activities.
